The Martins Ferry Public Library was
selected by the Bill and Melinda Gates
Foundation for a matching grant to
replace patron computers. This grant is
being distributed over two years. The
first year grant totals $41,600 with a
25% match of $10,400. The second
year grant totals $36,400 with a 50%
match of $18,200. The library has
matched the funds for the first year
with a grant from the Community
Foundation for the Ohio Valley and a
donation from a bequest the library
received.
